AYE CHIHUAHUA… VALLEY ANIMAL WELFARE GROUPS REQUIRE EMERGENCY FUNDS AND SUPPLIES FOR RESCUED TUCSON CANINES
March 17, 2008 (Phoenix, AZ): When 700+ dogs were seized from a Tucson puppy mill last week, a number of Phoenix pet rescues rushed in to bring over 100 homeless canines --- mostly Chihuahuas --- to the Valley to be readied for adoption. The huge influx of unexpected homeless animals has resulted in an increased need for donations of both supplies and funds so these participating organizations can meet the needs of these destitute animals.
To assist their participating animal welfare partners, the Phoenix Animal Care Coalition (PACC 911) has teamed up with a number of pet businesses throughout the Valley to accept and disseminate donations of supplies from throughout the Valley. Between now and April 15, donations of dog food, leashes, collars, puppy pads and toys can be dropped off between 8am–5pm at:
