
The Phoenix Animal Care Coalition, informally known as PACC911, began nearly 11 years ago and has succeeded in uniting the 91animal rescue groups in Maricopa County for the sole purpose of saving animals.  

Why?  A healthy animal in a shelter is killed every 1.5 seconds, and only one in ten will find a forever home. Pretty staggering statistics!
Last year 43,238 dogs and 14,082 cats came through the doors of the two Maricopa County Animal Care and Control (MCACC) facilities alive.  Counting adoptions, the new hope program (where rescue groups step in), and redeemed animals, 21797 dogs and 6153 cats left alive from the two MCACC centers.

What no one wants to hear is that 29368 dogs and cats did not find a home, did not get new hoped into foster care, and did not leave the building alive!   This staggering number does not include figures from the Arizona Humane Society, but all told, nearly 60,000 dogs and cats are killed in Maricopa County, simply because there are too many animals and not enough homes.    

So PACC911 invites their member rescue groups, including the Sheriff’s MASH unit, and Maricopa Animal Care and Control (MCACC), to bring their animals to Adopt-A-Thons throughout the Valley, from October through April, in the hope of finding homes for their charges.
